· Sources are listed in alphabetical order.

· No abbreviations

· When author’s name is missing, move to the next piece of information.

· Continue to type information on each line until you reach the right margin and the computer automatically sends you to the next line.

· Reference with no author listed:  (Name of Source  page#).
